
DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS AND DISMISSAL 
PROCEDURES FOR INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR 

Non-appropriate behavior will not be tolerated at CAMP CULLMAN Day Camp.  
The camper(s) will be informed immediately if a Counselor or the Director feels 
they are doing something unacceptable.  It will be explained to the camper why the 
action is inappropriate and they will receive a warning not to continue that behavior.  
If the Counselors or the Director do not feel the camper is trying to restrain or he/she 
continues to interrupt the activity, the parent/guardian will be asked to come and 
pick-up the child.  A meeting with the Camp Coordinator may be scheduled to 
discuss the child's behavior with the parent/guardian.  If the behavior continues, the 
camper will be asked to leave camp the rest of the week with no refund.  If no 
improvement in behavior is seen, the camper may be dismissed from the program.  
If a child brings weapons to camp, intentionally harms a staff member or other child, 
vandalizes property, or steals from the program or others, he/she may be dismissed 
from the program immediately without further warning or notice. 

 

MEDICATION 
A Medication Form must be filled out by the parent/guardian when any medication 
is brought to camp.  Medications will be kept in a secure area away from the 
campers.  Only medications brought in their original bottle and in the forms of pills 
or liquids (taken with a spoon) will be administered by day camp staff.  It must be 
clearly labeled with the camper’s name and directions for administering the drug.  If 
a child needs a shot, the parent/guardian must make arrangements for it.  Please 
make sure that any medical conditions, allergies or physical limitations are listed on 
the camper’s registration form. 
 

WHAT YOUR CHILD SHOULD DO/BRING DAILY: 
 Lunch/Snacks—Please send items that do not need refrigeration or heating.  

Water will be provided.  Snacks are available for purchase at the concession 
stand.  

 Appropriate shoes and clothes—Camp is a time to have fun and not to worry 
about getting dirty during activities that are held each day.  Please wear only 
closed-toes shoes or tennis shoes.  Please do not wear sandals or flip flops.  
Please do not send your child in new clothes unless we have requested you to do 
so.  Please mark all clothing and personal belongings with the camper’s name. 

 Change—Campers may use the vending machines, if available, during snack 
time only.  Please do not send over $5 each day.  On certain field trips, campers 
may want to buy souvenirs.  Please advise your child to not “show off” their 
money. 

 Eat breakfast—Our activities are vigorous and ample nourishment is needed. 
 Items from home—If the camper needs to bring any items/toys to camp for 

some type of scheduled activity, the parent will receive notification of this when 
dropping off/picking up the child.  Please do not send items/toys from home 
unless requested to do so by Camp Staff. 

 Backpack or bag with your child’s name on it. 
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CAMPER RULES 
 

REMEMBER CARE AND RESPECT FOR SELF,

�i �� Campers are expected to respect Camp Staff and follow camp 

rules. 
�i �� Treat other children, staff and visitors with respect. 
�i �� Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself. 
�i �� Follow the instructions of your group leaders. 
�i �� Always stay with your group and counselors. 
�i �� Be kind to the environment and play spaces. 
�i �� Abusive/offensive language and violence towards campers, 

Camp Staff, visitors or the general public are not tolerated. 
�i �� When on buses for field trips, campers must remain seated 

with all body parts inside the bus at all times. 
�i �� DO NOT WEAR FLIP FLOPS OR SANDALS

WELCOME TO CAMP CULLMAN 
CAMP CULLMAN is a day camp program administered during the Cullman City 
Schools’ breaks and Summer months.  CAMP CULLMAN counselors are full-time and 
part-time employees of the Cullman City Parks and Recreation Department.  The goal 
of the CAMP CULLMAN program is to provide a safe environment for children  
ages 6-13 to have a fun and exciting break! 

 
CAMP LOCATION AND TIMES 

Summer—Cullman Wellness and Aquatic Center:  7:45 a.m.– 5:15 p.m. 
 

REGISTRATION 
Registration is at the Cullman Civic Center from 8 a.m.-5 p.m. Monday-Friday.  There 
is a one-time registration fee of $15 per child for the summer.  This fee is assessed 
each year.  Each session is limited to the first 50 paid campers and registration is on a 
first come, first serve basis.   For Summer Break sessions, at least the first session and 
registration fee must be paid at time of registration per child. 

 
 

INFORMATION FOR SUMMER REGISTRATION 
Open registration for the summer session of CAMP CULLMAN  begins April 1 at the 
Civic Center.  The first session begins June 6-10.  When you register and sign your 
child up for multiple weeks,  the first week must be paid for and payment for remaining 
weeks is required by the Friday prior to the upcoming registered week.   

 
NEW CANCELLATION POLICY:   

All cancellations must be made by the Friday before the registered week of camp.  If a 
called in cancellation is not made, the child’s registration will be dropped for the re-
mainder of the summer and will have to be re-enrolled or added to the waiting list.  
This policy is being implemented due to the limited student spaces available at CAMP 
CULLMAN.  The cancellation number to call is 775-7946 Ext 14 
 

 
SESSION FEES AND PAYMENT/AGES 

CAMP CULLMAN is open to children ages 6-13.  The rate for CAMP CULLMAN is 
$100per week.  Campers must pay for the full session whether or not he/she attends all 
days in that session.  The weekly fee includes all field trips and activities.  There are no 
discounts for multiple children.  The cost per week factors in field trips/activities and 
cannot be discounted.  FULL PAYMENT IS EXPECTED AT REGISTRATION. 
 

**AUTHORIZED PERSONS** 
Safety is an utmost concern for our campers.  Because of this, AUTHORIZED 
PERSONS must sign the child in and out each day.  A completed and signed Pick-Up 
Authorization Form MUST be on file for each child.  Changes may not be made 
directly on the original form.  If changes are necessary, the original authorizer must 
complete a new form.  Only individuals on the Authorization Form will be allowed to 
pick-up children.  PICTURE I.D. IS REQUIRED FOR ALL AUTHORIZED 
INDIVIDUALS.  No child may sign themselves in/out of camp. 

 

DROP-OFF PROCEDURES 

Camp will run from 8:00 a.m.-4:45 p.m.  Drop-off is at 7:45 a.m. (no earlier!).  
Parents/guardians must come into the building and sign the child in.  Parents/
guardians are asked to not leave children  at the Aquatic Center unsupervised..  
Please make arrangements to stay with your child(ren) until Camp Staff is on duty.  
The Cullman City Parks and Recreation Department  is not responsible for any 
children left at the Aquatic Center prior to official opening time. 

 

PICK-UP PROCEDURES 
Pick-up is from 4:45-5:15 p.m.  Parents/guardians must come into the building and 
sign the child out.  No child may sign himself/herself out of camp. 

 
LATE PARENT POLICY 

In the event that a parent/guardian realizes that he/she will be late in picking up a 
child from the program, he/she should call Camp Staff as soon as possible.  Pick-
ups after 5:30 p.m. will be charged a $15 late fee due   IMMEDIATELY    NO         
EXCEPTIONS.  Staff are not permitted to transport children home under any 
circumstances.  If a parent/guardian is more than 30 minutes late, it is possible that 
the child will be taken to the police department and the parent/guardian will have to 
pick up the child there. 

 
FIELD TRIPS 

Field Trips will be scheduled throughout session weeks.  A Field Trip Permission 
Form must be signed and on file for a child to go on Field Trips.  Field Trips may 
change due to the weather or other unforeseen circumstances.  All Field Trips will 
be on Wednesday unless otherwise noted.

�x�� Campers are expected to respect Camp Staff and follow camp rules. 
�x�� Abusive/offensive language and violence towards campers, Camp Staff, visi-

tors or the general public are not tolerated. 
�x�� Campers must remain seated, with all body parts inside the bus when the 

vehicle is moving.
